
As discussed previously, this is the extra text we would like to add on page 15, straight after the sentence ending in line 24:
Based on a recent study (Spinei et al., in preparation, 2020), a small bias in the HCHO dSCDs retrieved relative to a daily zenith reference by the Pandora instruments (knmi-23, luftblick-26, luftblick-27, nasa-31, nasa-32) is most likely present. This bias is caused by internally emitted HCHO from the polyoxymethylene polymer components inside the instruments. Further details are discussed in Spinei et al. (in preparation, 2020).
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
